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MOTOCROSS TRACKS - HELP! 

The CVPA Board has voted to oppose the two motocross tracks discussed in the following information which
is being distributed to land owners near the tracks. We encourage any of our members who feel that the tracks
are inappropriate to write letters.

Your help is needed! 
Can you help the CVPA oppose the two motocross tracks that have been illegally developed in the Cummings and Brite Valleys?
The landowners have now gone to the county to request conditional use permits, after the fact. Listed below you will see the
CVPA's concerns and reasoning for why these two tracks should not be granted conditional use permits. This is how you can
help us:
(1) Write a letter to the Kern County Planning Department opposing the two tracks. Letters are very important and serve
as an effective means to let the Kern County Planning Department and the Kern County Planning Commission know how
individuals feel about this issue. Feel free to use any of the points below. If your letter addresses both tracks: Send to the Kern
County Planning Department, Attn: Ryan Pharr and Scott Denny, 2700 "M" St., Suite 100, Bakersfield, CA 93301. It needs
to be received by May 27, 2003,if possible. If your letter addresses only the Wilsted track: Send to the above address, but send
it to the attention of Ryan Pharr. It needs to be received by May 27, 2003, if possible. If your letter addresses only the Memoli
track: Send it to the above address, to the attention of Scott Denny. We don't have a final deadline on this, but it will probably
be relatively soon, so send it in fairly quickly. Please send a copy of your letter to CVPA, P.O. Box 1020, Tehachapi, CA 93581
(2) Attend the Kern County Planning Commission hearings on these two topics. The Wilsted hearing is June 12. No date
has been set yet for the Memoli hearing.If you are interested in attending, call Chuck or Janice below.

CVPA's Opposition to the Two Motocross Tracks 
There are currently two motocross tracks that have requested conditional use permits in the Tehachapi area, as listed here:
(1) The Memoli motocross track - on Banducci Road in the Cummings Valley, just west of Pellisier Road. This motocross
track is located right along the south side of Banducci Road.
(2) The Wilsted motocross track - along Highway 202, just east of the "T" intersection where the east end of Cummings
Valley Road intersects with Highway 202, in the Brite Valley. This track is visible from and is near to Highway 202.
The Cummings Valley Protective Association (CVPA) is opposed to approval of Conditional Use Permits for these two
illegally-built motocross tracks on the basis that this kind of activity is not appropriate in peaceful rural agricultural areas and
approval would establish a precedent, making it difficult to prevent the valleys from becoming a mecca for dirt bikers. These
areas are not zoned currently for motocross track development. The Wilsteds and Memolis illegally developed these tracks,
the Wilsted track even now continues to be used, and both are now requesting a conditional use permit. Permitting these
motocross tracks will cause significant environmental and lifestyle harm and negative effects to the areas. In addition, approval
will serve to reward individuals who chose to not follow the zoning rules and regulations. Approval of these tracks will change
the quality of the peaceful, quiet rural nature of both the Cummings and the Brite Valleys.

Some of the issues identified by the CVPA include the following:
Precedent - Granting these use permits will set a bad precedent for the Cummings and Brite Valleys. Approval of these two
tracks will force approval of other motocross tracks by precedent. These motocross tracks decrease the value of the surrounding
properties. Already we have had someone verbalize a decision not to purchase in the area because of the presence of the tracks.
Visual blight - The motocross tracks have already been built, illegally. Significant amounts of soil have been moved. Mounds
of dirt with motorcycle tracks are visible and obvious from the roads. The motorcycle tracks have cut into the dirt, with dust
present when they are used.Both are near main traffic arteries and are obvious to vehicles on those roads. Both are visually
